Board Report — Greg Fallon — Recreation Center Supervisor
November 12 — December 8, 2009

The operation and maintenance of the HVAC is one of our highest priorities..

The aquatic staff has been willing and accommodating with performing facility maintenance
primarily in the pool area and locker rooms. On November 30", the senior guard staff
reviewed the operation of the pool vacuum systems, pressure washer and other cleaning
tasks.

JB Thomas is taking a lead role in performing opening responsibilities and is working closely
with Keith on chemical and equipment use training during the early morning hours. This
training will be completed, hopefully, within the next few weeks, which will allow Keith to focus
on other priorities. JB and Keith will also be working closely on slide repair issues and
maintenance.

A detailed list of maintenance responsibilities have been identified for lifeguard staff,
maintenance staff and fitness room (equipment cleaning) staff. A system of accountability will
be in place soon and will require regular follow-up and fraining to ensure quality results.

Special thanks to all the aquatic staff and especially Jason Chilton for “stepping it up” in
helping with facility maintenance.

Volunteer(s) of the month go to Jason Hurst (computers) and Don Bettencourt (HVAC and
equipment) and certainly the Board of Directors.

The pools will be closed December 14-15 to have the quelling tubes and water fill sensors
moved to the surge pits. Slide repair warrantee issues will also be addressed.

The entire dance floor was ‘detail cleaned’ last week and Keith and Russ are evaluating the
desired polishing options, if any, for the dance floor surface.

Joe Withers and Todd Armitage both received training on carpet cleaning and the conference
room and lobby carpets were cleaned last week.

Brian Dorsett and other hospital staff were very helpful in sharing their knowledge of cleaning
chemicals and equipment use options for the facility.

C.V. STARR Community Center Allocation Policy

The purpose of this policy is to fairly allocate facility use time to those groups desiring to use the
C.V. STARR Community Center. M.C.R.P.D. is committed to providing the highest quality
recreation opportunities to our Mendocino Coast communities. The current context of this policy
effort is swim team use of the competition pool. The goal of this facility use policy will be to have
the concepts and language sufficiently broad as to encompass the community’s desired future
uses and the district’s ability to allocate the available space in a reasonable way. Allocation for
regular use of facility space will be made on a semiannual basis. Applications will be due on Dec.
31 and June 30. Allocation of space will be decided by Jan. 15 and July 15 by the facility
supervisor or any combination of staff/board members that are deemed necessary. The criteria
for evaluating this policy are presented in a hierarchical way. The evaluation of the desired use
of district facilities shall utilize the information presented in the applications, including the
completeness and timeliness of those applications.

DEFINITION OF TERMS

RESIDENT STATUS:

Resident status is defined as groups or organizations comprised of at least 80% MCRPD residents, Team
rosters and/or individual participant utility bills/ photo ID may be required by MCRPD staff to verify
residency status. (MCRPD encompasses the Fort Bragg, Mendocino and Point Arena School Districts.)
YOUTH STATUS:

Youth status is defined as persons 17 years of age or younger

NON-PROFIT STATUS

To qualify as a Non-Profit user, the organization must meet all criteria as identified by the Internal
Revenue Service. The organization must be registered as a not-for-profit corporation by the State of
California. If the organization is not registered with the State, the must have a constitution, set of bylaws
or mission statement which clearly state the objectives of the organization are of a non-profit, non-
commercial nature. The organization must be comprised of volunteers, 80% of which must be MCRPD
residents.
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CRITERIA FOR EVALUATION ALLOCATION OF FACILITY SPACE:

1. Preference shall be given to groups that have a verified membership comprised of at least 80%

MCRPD residents. Preference shall be given to groups based on confirmed numbers of

participants. The larger the number of participants the greater amount of consideration the group

will get in allocation of space.

Preference shall be given to groups based on confirmed numbers of participants

3. Preference shall be given to groups that are based on youth participation.

4, Preference shall be given to groups with non-profit status, volunteer involvement and good
sportsmanship commitments by teams and coaches.

5. Preference shall be given to groups that have a historical use of the desired facilities.

Requests for “Prime Time” use (Monday-Friday 3:30 to 6:30 p.m.) of facilities shall utilize the above

5 allocation criteria to determine which group gets preference in the allocation of time. Groups that

desire to share pool time (separate lanes during the same time blocks) must arrange to do so by

mutual agreement with the consult and agreement of the Recreation Supervisor. The potential
negative effects of similar groups competing for the same space and time will be addressed by the
group that has the preferential use of the time block. The group that receives the first allocation of the
time block shall be able to determine whether they desire to share pool time with another group. If
conflicting requests for allocation of time occur the following principals shall be used to negotiate
compatible joint use time.

Negotiations shall utilize MCRPD aquatic staff and if necessary MCRPD Board members.

1. Participation must be tracked with regard to day and hour. This will allow the district to help the
competing groups to determine which days or times should be utilized to accommodate the
competing requests.

2. Numbers of lanes assigned will be based on active observation by MCRPD staff. A minimum of 6
participants will be required to justify an additional lane.

Evaluation of applications and allocation of facility space and time of use shall be determined by the
above policy by MCRPD staff. Staff may include the aquatic supervisor, facility supervisor, board
committee, or the full board.

All users are required to have a C.V. STARR Center scan card. All users must have their identification
cards present upon entering the facility. Entrance will not be permitted if the user does not have his/her
identification card present. Insurance and USA Swimming/Water Polo Cards must be on file with the
Aquatics Center at time of application submittal for the identification card. If user is a new member of USA
Swim/Water Polo, a copy of the membership application for USA Swim/Water Polo is requited prior to
issuing a C V STARR Community Center Identification Card. Once user receives his/her USA
Switm/Water Polo Card, he/she must present it to staff to copy and file.

The Aquatics Center will provide all clubs and teams monthly participation reports. The teams/clubs will
be responsible for reporting members from their organization that are not following the above check-in
procedure.
