Meeting Minutes

1.0 The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm. Board members present: Yeomans, Sipila,
Jason Hurst and McColley. Yanez arrives at 5:35.

2.0 M/s/c: McColley/Hurst to approve the Agenda for May 19, 2010.

3.0 Corrections to the regular board minutes and finance committee minutes were noted and
made.
M/s/c: Yanez/McColley to approve all minutes as corrected.

4.0 Public participation: None

5.0 Correspondence: 2010 CARPD election of officers. State Parks and Recreation
acknowledging receipt of prop 84 grant application and that it is complete.

6.0 Consent Calendar:
M/s/c: McColley/Hust to approve the consent calendar.

7.0 Reports:

7.1 None

7.2 McColley and Sarah Wagner from MCDH are still working together to get information from
the State regarding requirements that need to be met for physical therapy to take place at the
Starr Center.

Hurst gave update regarding automatic withdrawal from other agencies for their employees’ fees
for passes at the Starr center.

Yanez noted that the floors in the locker rooms have been resurfaced and are fine. There are still
some issues with the HVAC still. Otherwise, construction of the facility is now complete.

7.3 Melissa Ivankay, Friends of MCRPD, gave a report. Two events are coming up. The skate
park celebration event, “Skate Like a Girl” will be held at the Starr Center and a benefit concert
for the skate park will be held at the Caspar Inn. Memorial Day weekend Sunday will be the
Summer Kick-off event. Friends of MCRPD held a meeting and both Jason and Cesar attended.
Scholarship funds are available.

7.4 Nothing beyond agenda items.

7.5 Jason reported that the Garden’s had a great plant sale with 450 people attending. Financials
showed that they are down and revenue and staffing costs have increased expenses. He also




talked about their new capital project being “green”.

7.6 MCRPD hosted the MECCA meeting. Jim reported that it was well attended, with the
President of the College of the Redwoods being the main speaker. Jon said the local CR staff
invited the President from Eureka to speak to MECCA to hear comments about what is needed
for our community.

7.7 Jim Levine talked about the upcoming Rec. Rally on July 24", RCRC and MCRPD are
finalizing an MOU between the two entities. Board Member Yeomans and Jim Hurst attended
the RCRC Board meeting.

8.0 Discussion/Action Items:

8.1 Recommendations from Finance Committee: Yeomans said that Finance Committee is
meeting regularly. Main activities are reviewing preliminary budget. There was discussion
regarding budget. The preliminary budget will be on the agenda for approval in June, which was
the date adopted in the budget calendar. The Finance Committee Meetings will take place on
Tuesday momings, every other week.

8.2 Program Operation at Gym at Old Recreation Center: Jim said that staff is recommending
no longer utilizing the gym at the old Rec. Center and suggested that the City be formally
notified if that is the recommendation of the Board. There was discussion regarding the youth
basketball league program. Staff was directed to notify the City of Fort Bragg that we will no
longer be utilizing the old Rec. Center.

8.3 SCORE Campaign Report-Jim Hurst said that he and David are still hand addressing and
sending out letters to individuals. Recently donations totaling $32,000 have been received.

8.4 Report from Regional Park & Golf Course Committee-Jim Hurst reported that Lawrence and
Associates are beginning to sample the dredge spoils and they have noted that additional spoils
have been layered on top of the original spoils and there is a need for analysis of all the spoils
dredged, which will add costs to the analysis.

8.5 10 Year Lease Agreement between MUSD and MCRPD for the Mendocino Community
Center was presented to the Board that highlighted some minor changes to the one in the packet.
Jim discussed the reason for the changes and the negotiations which took place regarding the
changes. Jason asked about the change that requires the District to pay for the water costs at the
Community Center. Jason felt the terminology was vague regarding the cost associated with
providing water to the facility. Jim Hurst felt that until the metering of the water was in place,
that this particular clause would have to be taken in good faith. Only the well is currently
metered, but the potable water is not. It was noted that the School District will be rewiring
Friendship Park at a cost to them of approximately $10,000. There was continued discussion
regarding the specifics of the agreement.

M/s/c: Yanez/Sipila to approve the lease agreement with MCRPD and MUSD for a 10 year lease
of the Mendocino Community Center.

Yanez departs at 6:50.

8.6 MOU with Mendocino Unified School District for Homework Club. Jim said that the MOU
has not been negotiated with MUSD, but this is the first draft from MCRPD’s standpoint.

It will be brought back before the Board at a later date.

8.7 Recommendations for Expenditure of 2002 Per Capita Funds: David noted that there is
$50,000 left in our 2002 per capita funds. Jim said these funds have not been allocated to a
specific project, but any project that is undertaken needs to be completed in 10 months. David
identified several projects which are possible. Peg presented a proposal for projects in




Mendocino, including a basketball court and fitness circuit. Jason reaffirmed that the lease
agreement with MUSD states that improvements to the open space may have to be removed if
the School District had a need for the use of that land. David suggested that the actual
expenditure on projects could be delegated to staff if the Board allocated the funds to specific
facilities or areas. Jim Hurst noted that all the projects presented opportunities to raise matching
funds and donations of materials, labor, etc.

M/s/c: Hurst/Sipila to allocate the 2002 per capita park bond act funds $25,000 each to
Mendocino and the C.V.Starr Community Center, with specific projects to be determined by
staff,

8.8 MOU with RCRC to Provide Recreational Opportunities on the South Coast. David gave a
brief history of the Board’s involvement with the South Coast. Jim Levine spoke of the specifics
regarding the partnership developed through the MOU and the need to provide clarity regarding
the joint venture partnership and developing more specific language. Jim would like to have the
agreement in place to announce at the upcoming Rec. Rally. There was much discussion
regarding the need for identified representation at the Board level in regards to the fact that the
South Coast is a part of the Mendocino Coast Recreation and Park District. While it was agreed
that this document is not the venue to have that issue addressed, it was agreed that it is an
important topic for discussion and investigation. There was discussion regarding the
development of a lease for the land associated identified in the MOU. There was a suggestion
that the Board representatives and the attorneys for respective Boards meet to negotiate the terms
of the lease. This document will be brought forward on future agenda for possible approval.

Dear Harbhor District Commissioners and Recreation District Board Members:

| received the minutes of the Harbor District's April 8, 2010 meeting last week and noted the
following action:

Negotiations with the ML.C.R.P.D. — regarding disposal of dredging materials — Mr. Jim Hurst,
M.C.R.P. D. Interim Administrative Director, said that following the joint committee discussions on
Monday it didn’t appear they had anything to negotiate about so he requested that the joint board meeting
between the two districts be rescheduled to allow time for the negotiating teams to complete the proposed
agreement. He said he and another board member decided to attend today’s Harbor Commission meeting in
the event there was something needed to be acted on or responded to. Commissioner Burns said the matter
before the commission today is for the Harbor District to enter into an agreement with the M.C.R.P.D., for
the two districts to work together on moving dredge material before the end of the season to M.C.R.P.D.
property on Hwy. 20, conditional on M.C.R.P.D obtaining permits and the Harbor District obtaining
funding. He said he feels this agreement is general enough to act upon today.

Following a lengthy discussion it was agreed upon to enter into a goed faith memorandum of understanding
for the two public districts to cooperate to the potential benefit of each district. A motion was made by
Commissioner Caito and seconded by Commissioner Burns to adopt a Memorandum of Understanding.
Ayes: Commissioners Caito, Burns, Ancona, White and Armitage, Noes: none. The Harbor District’s
attorney will prepare the Letter of Agreement.

The City is well aware of the Harbor District’s need to dispose of dredging materials and we are
hopeful that a long-term solution will be identified. We also understand the potential financial
benefits of the proposal for the MCRPD. We would like to make sure that both agencies are
aware of the City's interests, as an adjacent property owner, in the proposed dredging materials
disposal project.

The City of Fort Bragg's Newman Gulch Reservoir is immediately adjacent to and
downstream/down-gradient from the MCRPD property. Water from the reservoir goes directly
into the City's Water Treatment Plant and, from there, into the City's public water distribution

system. We expect that the environmental documentation prepared as part of the permitting
process for the dredging materials disposal project will fully evaluate the potential for adverse
impacts on water quality and water quantity and that every effort will be taken to ensure
protection of the City's Newman Guich water source. While we understand that this project is
very important to both of your agencies, we trust that you understand the vital importance of
protecting the City's public water supply.

We look forward to the _o_p;:}ortunity to comment on the scope of the CEQA documentation and
request that the City be included in any early consultation that is conducted with responsible
and trustee agencies.
